CHOREOGRAPHERS

Emily Bromberg

Emily Bromberg grew up in Orlando, FL dancing at Rolann’s School of Dance and 
Orlando Ballet. At 14 Emily boarded at Kirov Academy of Ballet (Universal Ballet) 

on scholarship. She finished her training at Boston Ballet School where she 
danced in Giselle, Sleeping Beauty and The Nutcracker with Boston Ballet 

company as a member of the corps de ballet. After receiving her Bachelor’s in 
Psychology in Providence and dancing principal roles with Festival Ballet 

Providence (under the direction of Mihailo Djuric) and Colorado Ballet, she moved 
to Miami where she spent the past 11 years with Miami City Ballet dancing 

around the world as a Principal Soloist. Emily recently completed a season in 
Europe dancing principal roles with the Slovak National Theatre as well as guest 

principal dancer and ballet mistress for Ballet de Barcelona in Spain. In late 
October 2024, she premiered as a dancer and a choreographer in Havana, Cuba at 
the Alicia Alonso International Ballet Festival. Emily is currently in her third season 

with DDTM. 

Ryan Jolicoeur-Nye

Ryan Jolicoeur-Nye is a choreographer, arts advocate, teacher, and Oklahoma City 
Ballet’s seventh Artistic Director since its founding in 1963. Originally from central 

Maine, Jolicoeur-Nye began his ballet training with Andrei Bossov at the age of 
16, and after graduating from the Royal Winnipeg Ballet School, he danced 

professionally for Eugene Ballet, Ballet Idaho, Kansas City Ballet, plus many guest 
roles throughout North America before retiring from the stage in 2016. In 2018, 
Jolicoeur-Nye was named Artistic Director of Northwest Arkansas Ballet Theatre 
based in Bentonville. Under his tenure, the company experienced exponential 
growth, creating more than 80 performances and reaching over 28,000 area 

residents. As a choreographer, he has created ballets for Northwest Arkansas Ballet 
Theatre, Ballet Idaho, Chicago Repertory Ballet, Kansas City Ballet, Royal Winnipeg 

Ballet School, Moving Arts Dance Festival, Ballet Des Moines, Oklahoma City 
Ballet, among others. Jolicoeur-Nye was named “Outstanding Choreographer” at 
the 2017 Youth America Grand Prix as well as “Best Choreographer” at the World 
Ballet Art Competition (WBAC) Grand Prix 2019. Jolicoeur-Nye joined Oklahoma 
City Ballet in August 2020 as a Rehearsal Director, working closely with company 
dancers. Since 2020, he has choreographed crowd favorite short pieces such as 

Chan Chan, Abbey Road, Playlist, and feature-length ballets The Sleeping Beauty 
and a fresh version of The Nutcracker to debut in December 2022. Jolicoeur-Nye 

took on the role of acting artistic director in January 2022 and was officially 
named Artistic Director of Oklahoma City Ballet in October 2022 following an 

international search. 

Selah Jane Oliver

Selah Jane Oliver was born and raised in Miami, Florida and  began her training at 

the Miami Youth Ballet with Marielena Mencia and Yanis Pikieris. Oliver also 
studied at New World School of the Arts and Modas Dance, where she received the 

bulk of her Modern and Contemporary training; including Graham, Horton, 
Cunningham and Taylor techniques. A winning competitor in the American Dance 
Competition, and Youth America Grand Prix, Oliver was also invited to perform in 
the prestigious Youth America Grand Prix “Stars of Today Meet Stars of Tomorrow” 
Gala in Tampa, Florida. Oliver is currently a dancer with Dimensions Dance Theatre 
of Miami where she frequently performs as a featured artist and has toured with 

the company for performances at the Joyce Theatre in New York City and the 
Jacob’s Pillow Dance Festival. As a dancer, Oliver has performed featured roles in 

ballets by Gerald Arpino, Septime Webre, Tara Lee, Jimmy Orrante, Stephanie 
Martinez among others. Oliver’s debut choreographic work, Valley of Shadows, 

premiered as a part of DDTM’s Lab Series at the Moss Center and was later 
expanded to the Moss Center mainstage in November 2025. 

Yanis Eric Pikieris

Yanis Eric Pikieris is a native of Miami, Florida and began his dance training with 
his parents, Marielena Mencia and Yanis Pikieris, at the Miami Youth Ballet. He 

also trained at Miami City Ballet School and with Jean-Pierre Bonnefoux and 
Patricia McBride at Charlotte Ballet Academy. Pikieris joined Dimensions Dance 

Theatre of Miami in 2016 as an inaugural member of the company where he was 
featured in works by Gerald Arpino, Vicente Nebrada, Ivonice Satie, Septime 

Webre and George Balanchine. As a choreographer, he has created several original 
works for Dimensions Dance Theatre of Miami’s (DDTM) mainstage series; 

including two commissions for their sister company, Ballet Vero Beach; and a 
world premiere collaboration with Miami-based Illuminarts and Philadelphia-
based Variant 6. Pikieris is currently one of DDTM’s Artists in Residence and is a 

recipient of the 2021 & 2023 (DMC) Dance Miami Choreographers’ Program 
award. Pikieris is also a founding member of Miami Dance Hub, a local nonprofit 

organization that provides accessible information on performances, classes, 
resources, events, auditions and dance happenings in South Florida, and serves as 

Associate Director of Miami Youth Ballet, DDTM’s sister-school. 

Rafael Ruiz-del-Vizo

Rafael Ruiz-del-Vizo was born and raised in Miami, Florida where he completed his 

Bachelor of Fine Arts degree at New World School of the Arts in 2020, training in 
classical ballet, modern dance, and jazz. He is also well versed in styles such as 

contemporary, hip hop and jazz funk through working in the Miami dance-studio 
community. Since 2023, Rafael has been a company member with Dimensions 

Dance Theater of Miami, dancing principal roles in works by esteemed 
choreographers such as Stephanie Martinez, Ryan-Jolicouer-Nye, Jerry 

Opdenacker, and more. Rafael is also a co-founder and Creative Director of 
Syncopate Collective - a contemporary dance company made up of local 

movement artists who want true ‘contemporary dance’ to be more highlighted 
throughout South Florida.
