This choreography reflects on time and its essential role in shaping human relationships. It 
explores the idea that the value and depth of love are formed through what we 

experience, endure, and build together over time. 

Performed by three couples, the work presents what appears to be separate stories, but 
ultimately reveals three stages of the same relationship: the tenderness and anticipation 

of its beginning, the passion and commitment of its present, and the tension and 
resilience of a possible future. Though these moments unfold in alternation and overlap, 

they represent past, present, and possibility coexisting within a single bond. 
In the final section, all three couples share the stage as time dissolves into a layered reality. 
Memories, promises, crises, and hope intertwine, suggesting that love is never confined to 

one moment. A relationship is the accumulation of all it has been, all it is, and all it may 
become.

Deja Darbonne’s ‘Like Home…’ is an animated and charismatic contemporary dance work 
that explores the dynamic relationships within an American household. Set to George 

Gershwin’s Rhapsody in Blue, the piece draws inspiration from Gershwin’s musical 
kaleidoscope of America. Darbonne feels deeply connected to the composition through 

her own lived experience — a personal reflection of America’s melting pot. Raised in a 
blended household, with a father who is Louisiana Creole and a mother who is Black and 

Barbadian, she understands firsthand the richness, complexity, and vibrancy of cultural 
fusion. 

Gershwin’s seamless blend of jazz and classical traditions is playful, theatrical, and 
exuberant. These qualities form the heartbeat of the choreography. The spirited rhythms 
and sweeping melodies evoke the joy, exaggeration, and animated spirit of the cartoons 
Darbonne watched growing up, infusing the work with nostalgia, humor, and expressive 

physicality. Through ‘Like Home…,’ Darbonne hopes to spark joy in audiences while 
honoring the beauty of America’s diversity. Just as Rhapsody in Blue merges distinct 

musical traditions into one harmonious composition, this dance reflects a multicultural 
America that is richly layered and strongest when it embraces and includes all people.

CHOREOGRAPHERS

Deja Darbonne

Deja Darbonne is a Miami-based performing artist, choreographer, and movement 

educator blending classical training with contemporary expression. She began 
dancing at Darbonne Academy of the Arts and later trained in competitive and 

commercial dance in California. A Miami Dade College Dance Award recipient, she 
earned her BFA from New World School of the Arts College in 2017. Deja has 

performed with Ballet Hispánico II, Cuban Classical Ballet of Miami, Syncopate 
Collective, and Zest Collective. Her choreographic works—including Philautia, Sun 

Down, Joyce, and Resolve—have premiered in Miami. In 2025, she was selected as 
a Miami Dance Maker and commissioned to create Through the Water, presented 

at Pérez Art Museum Miami. 

Amanda del Valle

Amanda del Valle is a Cuban American artist born and raised in Miami, Florida, 

where she began her training at Miami Youth Ballet under the direction of 
Marielena Mencia and Yanis Pikieris. She continued her studies at the New World 
School of the Arts, where Mary Lisa Burns served as Dean of Dance, graduating in 

2016 with training in classical ballet, Horton, Limón, and Graham techniques. 

Amanda went on to earn her BFA from Point Park University under the direction of 
Garfield Lemonius. During her time there, she worked with renowned 

choreographers including Jennifer Archibald, Jessica Lang, Robert Priore, 
Christopher Huggins, and Yin Yue. Amanda joined New York's Ballet Hispanico in 
2021 where she performed leading roles in works by Pedro Ruiz, Annabelle Lopez 

Ochoa, Gustavo Ramírez Sansano and William Forsythe, among others. She has 
also performed alongside principal dancers from American Ballet Theatre and New 

York City Ballet, and as a guest with Dortmund Ballet. 

Heath Gill

Throughout his career, Heath had the opportunity to perform featured roles in a 
widely varied repertoire that included renowned creators such as: John McFall, 

Jorden Morris, Christopher Wheeldon, James Kudelka, Twyla Tharp, David Bintley, 
Jean-Christophe Maillot, Jorma Elo, Val Caniparoli, Helen Pickett, Liam Scarlett, Jiri 

Kylian, Alexander Eckman, Annabelle Lopez Ochoa, Michael Pink, and Ohad 
Naharin. Heath received critical acclaim for his performances and was recognized 

as one of ArtsATL’s “30 under 30” and Dance Magazine’s “25 to Watch”. 

In 2017 Heath co-founded Terminus Modern Ballet Theatre in Atlanta, Georgia. 
Beyond bringing his skills to the stage for TMBT, Gill served on the Board of 

Directors and as the company’s Production Director and Resident Choreographer.  
In his time at Terminus, he created many full evening dance works and his 

production, Marley Was Dead, To Begin With was named “Best Dance Production 
of 2020” by ArtsATL.  He continues to aid the organization in a Board Emeritus 

role. 

Heath currently serves as the Rehearsal Director for Orlando Ballet, where he has 
also created new works including The Next Big Thing and Memento. He further 
continues his creative endeavors by serving as a guest choreographer for other 

companies and as a stager for Kenneth Tindall’s works.  Heath has a sincere love 
for coaching and is thrilled to be passing his skill and love of the art form on to the 

next generation. 

Oleydi Labrada

Oleydi Labrada Márquez, born in Cuba in 1996, is a professional classical dancer 

and holds a degree in Ballet from the University of the Arts of Cuba (ISA). She 
began her training at the Elementary School of Art of Holguín and continued her 

studies at the Academy of Arts of Camagüey. 

She began her professional career at the age of 18 as part of the Camagüey Ballet 
Company, where she performed roles from the traditional classical repertoire such 

as the Queen of the Willis in Giselle and the roles of Odette and Odile in Swan 
Lake. She later joined the Laura Alonso Ballet. She has developed part of her 

artistic career on international stages, performing in Mexico, as well as in 
Switzerland and Spain with the work Carmen (2018). Between 2023 and 2024, 
she toured Europe with The Nutcracker, performing in France, Holland, Belgium, 

and Luxembourg.  

She has also worked as a ballet, pointe, and repertoire teacher, working with 
students between the ages of 10 and 18, focusing on technical development and 

interpretation within the classical repertoire. She believes in art as a means of 
transformation and awareness, defending discipline, technical rigor, and 

expressive capacity as fundamental pillars in the training of a dancer.
