CHOREOGRAPHERS

Vicente Nebrada

Vicente Nebrada was a Venezuelan dancer and choreographer. Born in Caracas, 

Nebrada began his career as a dancer with the National Ballet of Venezuela, Alicia 
Alonso's National Ballet of Cuba, with Roland Petit in Paris, and with the Joffrey 

Ballet. Nebrada was a founding member of the Harkness Ballet, where he created 
his first ballet ‘Percussion for Six Men,’ in 1969. In 1975 Nebrada helped found 

the International Ballet of Caracas and became their Artistic Director and Resident 
Choreographer. In 1984 he became the Artistic Director of the National Ballet of 
Caracas. His dances have been performed by Ballet Hispanico, American Ballet 

Theatre, Joffrey Ballet of Chicago, National Ballet of Canada, Staatsballett Berlin, 
English National Ballet, Australian Ballet and the Universal Ballet of Korea. 
Nebrada's extensive body of work brought a sense of distinctiveness and 

relevance to Venezuela's cultural heritage. His choreographies continue to be 
performed around the world as they emerged during a particularly prosperous era 

of Neoclassical ballet in the 20th century. 

Edmundo Ronquillo

Mr. Ronquillo was born in Havana, Cuba. He received his formal education at the 

National School of Arts in Cubanacan, Cuba, and it was there that he began his 
dance training. He joined the National Ballet of Cuba and three years later he was 
promoted to Soloist, having traveled extensively with the company throughout the 
world. Mr. Ronquillo came to the United States in 1980 and since then has worked 
in Los Angeles, New York City and Florida as a master teacher and choreographer. 

As Co-Director of Florida International Ballet Company, Mr. Ronquillo 
choreographed several original full-length ballets such as ‘Dracula,’ ‘Faust,’ 

‘Tarzan,’ ‘Oklahoma’ and ‘Carmen.’ 

Rafael Ruiz-del-Vizo

Rafael Ruiz-del-Vizo was born and raised in Miami, Florida where he completed his 

Bachelor of Fine Arts degree at New World School of the Arts in 2020, training in 
classical ballet, modern dance, and jazz. He is also well versed in styles such as 

contemporary, hip hop and jazz funk through working in the Miami dance-studio 
community. Since 2023, Rafael has been a company member with Dimensions 

Dance Theater of Miami, dancing principal roles in works by esteemed 
choreographers such as Stephanie Martinez, Ryan-Jolicouer-Nye, Jerry 

Opdenacker, and more. Rafael is also a co-founder and Creative Director of 
Syncopate Collective - a contemporary dance company made up of local 

movement artists who want true ‘contemporary dance’ to be more highlighted 
throughout South Florida. 

Edward Villella

Regarded as America's most celebrated male dancer, Kennedy Center Honors 
Award recipient, Edward Villella, enjoyed a career with the New York City Ballet 

that was marked by athleticism and virility, one that is said to have "popularized" 
the role of men in dance. Winning his fame through the origination of lead roles 

in George Balanchine's Tarantella, Rubies, Bugaku, Prodigal Son, and A 
Midsummer Night's Dream, Villella went on to become the first American male 

dancer to appear with the Royal Danish Ballet, and the first American dancer to be 
invited to dance an encore at the Bolshoi Theater in Moscow. As the Founding 

Artistic Director of the Miami City Ballet, he served at the forefront of our 
community for over two decades as a leader in the development of South Florida's 

arts landscape, successfully guiding the company to worldwide critical acclaim.
